CALDAR Publication Policy
Authorship criteria
Consistent with scientific journal policies, authorship credit should be based only on substantial contributions to a) conception and design, or analysis and interpretation of the data; and to b) drafting the article or revising it critically for important intellectual content; and on c) final approval of the version to be published. Conditions a), b), and c) must all be met. All persons designated as authors should have participated sufficiently in the work to take public responsibility (i.e., able to respond to concerns about the integrity of research and can provide any relevant information upon request) for the content.
Listed authors must have made a substantial contribution to the project through two or more of the four following activities:

1. Conceptualization: the study question and associated hypotheses and review of the literature

2. Operationalization: writing of specific protocol sections, data collection, processing of data

3. Analysis: definition of study variables, selection of statistical methods, power calculations, and programming

4. Writing: writing of manuscript sections as distinct from editorial review

Activities insufficient for authorship include: participation solely in the acquisition of funding or the collection of data, general supervision of the research group, and data analysis and interpretation.  Someone whose only contribution to a paper was writing would merit acknowledgment, but more comprehensive contributions, such as enhancing the literature search and critical revision of the manuscript, might be considered worthy of authorship.  Statisticians should be included as authors if the above criteria are met.
Individual contributions of each author should be specified in a single brief statement.  The order of authorship should be a joint decision of the co-authors.  Listing more than 6 authors requires justification.  Disagreements regarding order of authorship should be referred to the CALDAR Publication Committee for review.
In instances where multiple datasets are involved, the original Principal Investigator(s) has the right to review and approve any resulting manuscript(s).

The Principal Investigator(s) of the archived studies being analyzed should be invited to contribute for authorship, and may decline the authorship if s/he decides there is insufficient contribution according to the criteria listed above.
All manuscripts must credit the sponsoring federal agencies, note the relevant award number(s) and include the phrases “This study was supported in part by The UCLA Center for Advancing Longitudinal Drug Abuse Research (CALDAR) by a grant from the National Institute on Drug Abuse (NIDA) - P30 DA016383.  The content of this publication does not necessarily reflect the views or policies of NIDA.”
Before submitting your manuscript to a journal
The lead author is responsible for sharing the manuscript with the Principal Investigator(s) of the archived studies being analyzed and the CALDAR Publication Committee for review and comment at least 30 days prior to submitting it to a journal for consideration.  The manuscript will be reviewed for scientific methodology and consistency with the research goals of CALDAR.  The CALDAR Publication Committee may deny, return the manuscript for revision, or approve it for submission.  The lead author will be provided feedback and may appeal unfavorable decisions by calling a meeting composed of three members: one selected by the writing team, one selected by the CALDAR Publication Committee, and the third member selected by the CALDAR Executive Committee.  The decision of the appeals panel by majority vote will be binding.  Submission of manuscripts to journals without prior approval are inconsistent with the spirit of collaborative research and may result in denial of access to data and a cessation of collaborative support.

After submitting your manuscript to a journal
If a manuscript is not accepted for publication the team must decide whether to respond to reviewer feedback and resubmit the manuscript or submit it to another journal.  In such cases, the lead author is encouraged to seek counsel from the CALDAR Publication Committee.
If a manuscript is accepted provisionally with required or recommended changes/additions, if a journal invites a revised draft of the same article, or if an article is being submitted to another journal with minimal changes, the lead author in consultation with the team may respond to the editor without re-review by the CALDAR Publication Committee.  It is the responsibility of the team to differentiate between alterations which reflect mere editorial changes and those which essentially modify the analyses and/or conclusions previously approved by the CALDAR Publication Committee.
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
